CLASS EXPECTATIONS
1.   Treat everyone with respect.  Making fun of classmate's questions or actions will not be tolerated.

2.   You are to come to class on time and prepared to work.  You should have your Chromebook, paper, pencils, pens, notebook, and folder when you come to class.

NOTEBOOK: -Must be a notebook!  Loose papers in a folder is NOT a notebook!!!
       -Must contain math notes only--no assignments or notes from other classes.

-Must have all notes from the board and example problems.

-Must be dated and classified by topic and section in book

-Will be able to use on all quizzes!!!!!

Note:  You will be able to access your grades through Progress Book.  Homework assignments will be shown as a total, which will include all assignments leading up to the quiz over that material. 

Earning Credits-  In order to earn credits toward graduation, you must pass the semester to earn ½ credit.  Students must earn four (4) Math credits in order to graduate from Genoa High School. 

Make-Up Work Policy:
You are responsible for all work that you miss when you are absent.  This includes school field trips and vacations during the school year.  Any work due on the day you are absent is due the day you return at the beginning of class. Tests missed will be made up when you return.

If an advanced request absence form is signed, all work must be turned in the day that you return.  Make up tests will be scheduled through the teacher.

Google Classroom will be updated daily with assignments and class information. When you are absent, check on Classroom to obtain the work you missed. This will help keep you from falling behind.

Calculators- You should have your own calculator, and know its functions for use for homework assignments and tests.  Calculators should conform to the standards of the ACT, which requires calculators that do not have a keyboard.  There will be a classroom set of calculators for use during class, but these calculators are not to leave the classroom. You will not be able to use calculators on your cell phone in the classroom for homework or on tests.
